Upper-Level Humanities Electives – 15 Hours Required 

Students will take 15 additional hours at the 300- or 400-level 
from any Humanities subject area. Courses may come from one 
subject area or any combination of subject areas.

Additional Humanities Electives – 6 Hours Required 

Students will take 6 additional hours from any Humanities 
subject area other than the courses that satisfy the associate 
degree requirements. Courses may come from one subject area 
or multiple subject areas.

Electives – 6 Hours Required 

Competency in Foreign Language at the 102 (SPAN 140 for 
heritage Spanish speakers) or higher level is required. Up to 
6 elective hours may be used to achieve Foreign Language 
competency; otherwise, elective hours must be taken at the 300 
level or higher.

Total 120 Credit Hours
*Associate degree (not Applied Science) or equivalent from a regionally accredited 
college or university (60 credit hours of general education courses & 2.0 GPA).

Course Requirements Transfer Pathway
